AHRC, £100K, must have very clear research value for academic research – could be either arts or humanities focus.

Possible areas of interest for documentation:

Aspects of performance/Event

· Differences between the film and live performance in terms of physical movement.  i.e. Lumiere’s “bump and grind” – interview performers about movement content/performance styles.

· Compositional strategies for circumventing the impossibility of the close-up in the live context.  Had the live production compensated for this lack?

· Variance of the performance from one specific event to another

· Use of computer graphics – rather dated and inappropriate to the space of the theatre

· Discussion of ‘community’ and communities of experience engagement

· Failure of professional performance standards

· Abuse of trust – expert practitioners have a responsibility – lack of corporeal virtuosity.

· Production itself as documentation of the film.

Context

2.1. Audience Response

· Differences of expectation in terms of intertexuality/spectator experience, context

· Emphasis given to the interviewing of practitioners/performers for evidence.

· Audience response in terms of the range of cultural experience and expectation

· The etiquette of audience and the popular cultural shift in interaction that is more akin to the filmic context highly individualized.

· Specifics of audience interaction – akin to pantomime responses (i.e.booing/hissing)

· Interplay of cultural forms/practices more complex than simply theatre and film, but – theatre, film, TV, and games.

2.2. Other aspects of context

· Was the production appropriate for the setting/context of the theatre?

If we could try to capture three aspects of the experience/event what would we do?

1. Interview audience members – research outcomes – evidence of differences in response to ‘liveness’ can they articulate this difference.

· Commercial Archives for the purposes of reconstructing productions, but Disney’s is closed with limited access beyond use for primary function.

· We should be emphasizing the Archive as a global network rather than a silo.

· Find the specific niche/gap in current provision and try to fill in the gap in order to create coverage

· This should be a case study, provide meta-data or method for this type of documentation/archive.
