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Executive Summary

The AHDS Centre for the Performing Arts (AHDS-PA)ane of the five arts and
humanities data centres that constitute the AHDBe AHDS, which was founded in
1996, has supported the creation, curation (inoddreservation), and reuse of
digital materials for the UK Arts and Humanitiesearch and teaching community.
AHDS Performing Arts based at Glasgow Universitg baen the centre responsible
for the drama, dance, theatre, film and televisamwell as other disciplines with a
focus on participation, performance, and interatgtivDuring 2007 the Arts and
Humanities Research Council (AHRC) for the UK ahe Joint Information Systems
Committee (JISC) which had been acting as co-funddrthe AHDS took the
decision to withdraw their funding. This has ldfe AHDS without core financial
support for its activities as a result its futuredahat of the collections in its care
remains uncertain. This report examines the ritlkd are faced by the AHDS
Performing Arts Collections. We have reached fein conclusions:

1. Performing arts researchers often create rich aislial resources that are
complex to preserve from both a technical and let&lal point of view.

2. Just over one third of UK Higher Education estdishents have an
institutional repository, however the majority bese focus curation efforts on
textual data in formats such as pdf.

3. Sustained investment is needed to secure an a@eqe@tork of repositories
so all digital research outputs have a place obdiépegardless of format, data
type, scale or domain.

4. Simply preserving data is not sufficient to meeedse Subject specific
expertise is crucial to understanding deposita@gquests and assisting users to
interpret collections.

5. Research projects should engage with issues ddisability from the outset,
taking a realistic view of the challenges assodiateth keeping material
accessible in the long-term and planning for theradvance.
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Introduction

Since refocusing the subject centre in autumn 2@033DS Performing Arts has
developed strong relationships with research aadhiag communities.Getting to
Know Our Audience a detailed scoping study investigating user neadd
expectations, was central to forging these lhkhe results from this Study have
guided the Centre’s vision, leading to substangi@wth in collections, increased
reuse of the collections, and an extremely sucgkessiimmer school on
representations of performarfcélhe withdrawal of core funding from the AHRC and
JISC comes as a severe blow and has left our osemanity dismayed. Their calls
for support have inspired plans to continue thesiserand to drive forward the
research agenda. The team at AHDS-PA has beenngdrkdefine business models
that will make continuation and expansion of thevisaory, preservation and
dissemination functions of the Centre possiblethtnprocess a Beyond Text network
bid is being developed to continue the researamnds from the summer school.

Since the publication of the Centre’s collectiorv@lopment strategy in November
2006 the growth in holdings has been remarkableewvew conducted in May 2007
showed there had been a 43% increase over thesfiksmonths Despite the
AHRC'’s decision holdings have continued to growthwa further eightollections
depositing since the announcement in May. Onlgdiresearchers have decided not
to deposit, as preparing the data would requirgmifcant investment of time and
this investment would not necessarily help to sedbe collections for the futufe.
None of the depositors has yet requested theirrrabbe transferred to an alternative
repository.

The decision of the AHRC and the JISC to cease ifigndindoubtedly places
collections at risk. AHDS will attempt to stabdishe repository infrastructure so the
collections remain accessible for as long as ptessifthout interventior?, however
this is not a long-term solution.

This report demonstrates that very few institutibase the necessary infrastructure
and expertise to curate the complex research autpihg created in the performing
arts. The decision to cease funding severely thnsathe development of arts and
humanities digital research and represents a lossreice, support, and collaborative
action from which it will take many years to recove

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Methodology

This risk assessment was completed in three stagésally a template was created
to assess the sixty-one deposited collections wtlyrdield by AHDS Performing
Arts. The collections were assessed on nine @iterd awarded a score out of five
for each, resulting in an overall risk rating mank of a total possible mark of forty-
five. The criteria were: project dates; principalestigator; institution; project scale;
collection size; material type; accessibility; usagnd funding. The score increased
relative to the perceived level of risk, with a sc@f five in any single category
representing the highest risk. A detailed explanabf how the scores were assigned
is available with the template in Appendix A. Eadldividual risk assessment is
accompanied by a summary explaining the scoresdedar

The second and third stages of the assessmentsaddreollections that have yet to
be deposited, initially considering the forty-foakpected collections that already
have a formal agreement of deposit, and twentynialedeposits which are still
under negotiation. The assessments for the expebections are available in
Appendix C and those for the potential collecti@ns available in Appendix D. As
fewer details are available for these projects thaye only been assessed on three
criteria (the project dates, the institution ane thaterial type) resulting in an overall
score out of a total possible score of fifteen.

As with any qualitative evaluation it was at timéifficult to obtain accurate and
comparable information; as a result the assessmeotsiot allow for precise
comparisons. The main challenge arose from thiculify of obtaining accurate
usage figures. The associated biases are explairtkdail in Appendix A.

Findings

Overall risk assessment

In order to facilitate the comparison of assessmthe overall risk was categorised as
low, medium, relatively high, and high. As the dsiped collections were awarded a

grade out of forty-five and the expected and paakmteposits were marked out of

fifteen, these categorisations were calculated pereentage to make the assessments
comparable across the different scoring methodslel'l presents the banding of the

risk scores.

Most collections face significant risk of loss ax@nsequence of the decision to
withdraw AHDS funding that supported preservationl auration services on which

their long term availability depended. The sitoatis worst for collections which do

not yet have a deposit agreement with the AHDS: % ese have a high risk of

becoming inaccessible. This is largely due to fdet that many of these projects
were completed several years ago and the Printigaktigator has moved on so no
resources are left to fund preservation and clitice@wledge needed to create the
documentation necessary to secure the collect®netieasily available. Without the
encouragement and support of a preservation sewlueh is free at point of deposit

and point of access, it is questionable whetheseth@ojects will be in a position to

secure their holdings for the future.
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Patterns emerge when we compare the low and hgihcollections. Generally
speaking collections at low risk are robust, well«eloped research projects that
engage several project partners and plan for sadigity from the outset. By
involving several partners they optimise their aemnof sustainability, having a far
greater pool of resources and expertise on whicdr&mv. Those at high risk in
contrast are finite, small scale projects, often hy a lone academic based at an
institution without the necessary infrastructurestpport the preservation of complex
digital resources. The key challenge to emergen ftbese assessments is finding
alternative repositories that can support the tfpesources being created from both
a technical and intellectual point of view.

Key risks

Institution

The network of institutional repositories in the UKnot yet adequate to take on the
task of preserving complex research data on befigérforming arts researchers and
content creators. Just over a third of UK univesicurrently have an institutional
repository? most of these have a very narrow focus, work predantly with textual
records and rarely have the expertise or staff tormurate the type of complex digital
resources being created by performing arts commesnitThe initial findings of the
ongoing Digital Repositories and Archives Inventd®RAI) indicate that a very
small proportion of the existing institutional regtories work with data formats other
than pdf’ The technical expertise available at the instingi where research projects
are taking place is therefore central to theirfeiforeservation prospects.

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There are a handful of collections in each catedbay are at low risk (around 18-
24%). Occasionally this is due to the institutiorepository having been optimised
for the particular material type or having underggrarticular changes to make it
possible for them to handle the resouftesenerally though the low risk rating
reflects the fact that the project had been rumibin partnership with an institution
that has significant digital preservation expertiSehere were five such institutions
that came to the fore in the analysis: King's Ggdld_.ondon, The British Library,
BUFVC, University of Oxford, and the University bbndon Computer Centre.In
addition, many of the collections at low risk hddnmed for sustainability from the
outset by embedding their research in the user aomiyn and setting up
contingencies for dissemination and preservaltion.

While a few collections can rely on their instituti overall the prospects are bleak
with around three-quarters of projects having k& rating of between three and five.
A rating of three has been given where there isesohance of finding an alternative
home, for example if the institution is setting aipepository to meet the needs of its
local community® The majority of collections have a rating of fo(§6% of
deposited collections, 36% of expected collectiand 30% of potential deposits),
representing those institutions where a reposiieryn place but not yet able to
support the particular class of resources the prajequestion created. This is a huge
concern in the case of collections that are seandaspensible by user communities
such adesigning Shakespeara rich audiovisual collection which is the mosed

of all AHDS resources. This resource was created team at Royal Holloway, an
institution with an e-Prints repository that at geet focuses on collecting
documentary materiaf8. A few collections in each category have a higlk riating

of five. These represent collections which do hate any form of supporting
infrastructure such as institutions without an itnsibnal repository> independent
artists without formal connections to repositoriaad small organisations like the
Scottish Traditions of Dance Trust that have lighitesources and are unlikely to be
able to manage their digital assets without extesapport.

Other research we have conducted indicates thagtrdrgimption the UK network of
institutional repositories is sufficiently develapt continue the work of AHDS was
prematuré? The decision to cease funding therefore places rimjority of
collections at imminent risk of loss. As many e have already completed or are

Material type

Very few collections have a low risk rating for maal type as performing arts
resources are not usually simple, text-based recordn the cases where text
documents are submitted it is generally part adrgdr collection of diverse file and
data types. Collections are mostly split betweest@e of two and four, with those
receiving a two generally being databases, thasaviag a three largely being audio
and those scoring a four predominantly video. W &®llections have a risk rating of
five; these are generally collections that incogper software, such aBRARIP
Explorer, or other complex materials such as Virtual RgaModels, used for
example inThe body and the mask in ancient theatre space

Users demand rich audiovisual resources and asigeguence there is a growing
trend for researchers, practitioners and commecciaipanies to create theth.The
current network of institutional repositories ist mojuipped to deal with this type of
material, so without a specialist service, suclhE®S-PA, resources will be placed
at risk. Moreover the growing emphasis on comjpilextypes will increase the size
of collections, potentially making them too much af burden on individual
repositories. As a result repositories with an egdhe costs will increasingly refuse
to accession collections of this kind unless thksp dring a dowry to fund these

additional charges. Sustained investment is netmledcure an adequate network of
repositories to enable the digital resources cdedig projects to realise a future
beyond the end of the third year following theingaetion.

Performing arts researchers are dynamic and expetah and they often create
interactive records. Accommodating complex makeyi@es is not the only challenge
facing institutional repositories. Repositoriesklabe expertise needed to support
depositors’ needs for guidance in the reuse ofethesllections. The AHDS
preservation team for example is currently invediigy how to recreate digitally an
installation that was displayed over several sgeera way that respects the original
artistic intention” I institutional repositories are to be able toeen user
expectations, they will require a considerable amoof support to ensure that
requisite levels of expertise are available.

Other risks

Project scale and funding

The scale of the project in terms of the numbercafaborating institutions has
significant implications on future sustainability9% of deposited collections have a
rating of three or four, demonstrating that mostevemall scale research projects
involving few partner institutions. This limitsgservation options as there are fewer
partners to fall back on for support. The receRRL push for cross-domain and
cross-institution partnerships may eliminate progcale posing such a risk in the
future, however for those currently curated byAi#DS and in need of an alternative
preservation solution, most only have a singleitunsdn to turn to for assistance.
The earlier section on institutions suggests marnl, &s a consequence, face
difficulties.

51% of collections have the highest risk ratingfieé for funding as it is unlikely
they could secure additional support to guarantsesability. A very small number
of collections have a low risk rating; those cdile@as were either created solely
through the commitment and time investment of tradlacademit® or by a large
scale project with multiple stages of funding fromn range of international

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organisations? Engaging several partners and approaching wostages tends to
make projects more robust in terms of sustaingbilit

Accessibility and use

In terms of accessibility around half (48%) of tadlections have a low rating of zero
or one as they are hosted externally, and justrumalé (41%) are at risk with a rating
of four or five being solely available through AHDS held as preservation only.
Many of the resources held by AHDS as ‘preservatioly’ (i.e. they are preserved
but no access is provided) are DVDs, which is wiagygiven the trend of creating
audiovisual resources. Access restrictions wilkena difficult to secure investment
for preservation, and since audiovisual resourcevery large in size and complex to
preserve they are likely to be in most need ofrfaia support. Managing rights
iIssues and securing investment for preservatioincaitinue to be major challenges.

Accessibility by Usage

If collections are to secure additional supporiythél need either to demonstrate that
they are widely used or, where they are used imtdonways, that their use has a
‘significant’ impact on research, practice, or tegag. In general the usage figures are
quite low?® Several resources obtain high numbers of ‘more’ imfage hits,
suggesting there is a high level of interest, havdhey have very low figures for
collection page views. There are a handful ofemibns that have very good usage
figures, for exampl®esigning Shakespeare, Live Art ArchigadFive Centuries of
Scottish Musié' Although these collections are at greater riskhay @are currently
only accessible through AHDS, they are in the drleigosition of being able to
demonstrate consistently high user numbers whiohldhelp secure support to keep
the material accessible.

Project dates and Principal Investigator
The project dates and the principal investigatarehaot turned out to be major risk
factors, possibly due to the fact that nearly lddlfthe deposited collections were

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received within the last year, even in cases wherrésearch was completed several
years ago. Moreover several older collectionsregelarly updated, again indicating
that the project team is still actively engagedhvilie research. The main concern
relates to potential deposits. As mentioned indpening assessment of the overall
risk, many of these projects finished several yagsso there are no resources left to
fund preservation, hence the high risk rating fosjgrt date in this category - the
problems have been exacerbated by the delay befvegtt completion and deposit.
Although these factors do not generally pose aifgignt risk, this will develop as
time elapses and researchers move on, placing cotiextions in the position of the
potential deposits. It is crucial therefore thatumentation is kept up-to-date and
that collections are deposited with curation agem@s soon as possible after their
completion.

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A sustainable model

If we consider two of the collections with the |lastv@verall risk ratings a model for
sustainability begins to emerge. Both Cedfia searchable online guide to music
collections held within the UK, arlllAMM,? the Digital Image Archive of Medieval
Music, have a substantial project remit requiring &ssistance of curators across the
UK and Europe. The process of engaging so marnghmiators in each of these
projects has embedded the research projects in tbgpective user communities,
ensuring researchers are aware of the resourcebiareda vested interest in their
adoption, maintenance, and use. Developing a gtuser base in this way was
central to their sustainability.

Both projects were run by a team of researchera Beveral institutions and secured
funding from a range of research councils. Thehosd of ensuring continuity are
significant. DIAMM was initially funded in 1998 through AHRC grafitdut has
since received assistance from the Andrew W. MeFaundatiorf> The team
continues to demonstrate the value of the reseénchcollaborating with and
integrating related projects, such ake Motet Databaseand Die Musik des
Trecento®™ Cecilia meanwhile was developed through a grant award&0@® but
remained open to updates to ensure the informatiovided continued to be accurate
and relevant. In doing so it has secured its péacthe trusted resource on UK music
collections.

The projects are well prepared in terms of presemavith contingencies already in
place or the possibility for curating the resouretsewhere having been included in
forward planning. Cecilia was led by the British Library so is able to draw o
internal expertise DIAMM meanwhile has had extremely robust preservatiamspla
place since the outset. The images were captwddrd files, the optimum format
for preservation, and a complete set of the datelid by AHDS and the University
of Oxford on its Hierarchical File Server, one betlongest-established and most
experienced data archives in the UK. The succeBSAMM demonstrates the value
of receiving technical advice at the planning ssag€&inding out how best to create
digital resources so they are easy to use and totara will help ensure
sustainability. Digital preservation should notareafterthought.

The success of these projects and their low riskgs reflects their commitment to

developing sustainable resources. Risk has beemised throughout by engaging

several project partners, developing the projeces eeveral years with the support of
various funders, preparing for preservation from dlitset, and most significantly by
developing a loyal user community.

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Conclusion

Losing a centralised preservation service placggatliarts and humanities research
outputs at risk and has an impact on the futureamés of research. The UK
institutional repository network is not significhntdeveloped to continue the work of
the AHDS and that the withdrawal of funding has been phased to allow this
expertise to be adequately transferred or developmdhediate action must therefore
be taken to mitigate the risks to research datadoiorming arts.

The most pressing concern is the development ofrépesitory infrastructure to
ensure all digital research outputs have a placgepbsit regardless of format, data
type, scale, or domain. If performing arts commiasi are to be supported, it is
crucial a network of repositories is developed ttet curate diverse and complex
material types. The necessary infrastructure wake years to develop so an
intermediate solution is required. The Depot, paft JISC's RepositoryNet
programme, has been proposed as a possible ‘reposifety-net>’ The service
allows researchers to benefit from making their enat openly accessible while
institutions build internal preservation experteés&l establish repositories. Although
some information on the Depot suggests it supppapers and other output®’
advice on the FAQ's page suggests the focus isdirto published work meaning
additional support is still required for non-docurtegy materials (e.g. video data sets
with a significant degree of inter-relatedness)stitutions and individual researchers
need a domain-focused and technologically rich s#pry; without this the products
of ten-thousands of pounds worth of research wallldst, and where the research
could not be repeated in the future irrevocably so.

Simply preserving data is not sufficient to meedruseeds. Subject specific expertise
is crucial if users are to understand, interpreti eeuse collections. The AHDS-PA
researchers want a single point of access to respand advice, and a powerful body
to lobby for their specific needs and to drive fard the research agenda. AHDS
Performing Arts encapsulated these facets and lebshavision to ensure it delivered
on the community needs cited in the Scoping Studyhile significant expertise is
held within academies, subject centres and ingiiigt the loss of a centralised
advisory service will leave researchers withouthssapport. Cross-institutional
collaborations should be fostered to researchemedevel of basic support.

The risk assessment has indicated some steps itiat Ibe taken to secure long-term
accessibility of digital materials created withiretperforming arts. What is evident
here, was evident when the HATII team reviewedtdigepresentation projects in the
course of preparing the NINCH Guide to Good Praciit Digitisation: research
projects need to engage with issues of sustaihaliitm the outsel® Moreover
project managers, repositories, and researcherstakesa realistic view of the risks
associated with the long term availability of cotlens. Until recently appropriate
